Zookeeper internships are a great way to learn about the care of captive domestic and
exotic animals and to gain experience in the zookeeping profession. Several former
Santa Ana Zoo interns have gone on to satisfying careers in the field of animal care.

Zookeeper internships are available during the summer months of May-September.
These unpaid internships last for 10 weeks, with 40 hours of work each week. Work
weeks vary and may include weekends and holidays. Zookeeper interns are involved in
all aspects of animal care in both the Crean Family Farm and the Main Zoo, including
exhibit care and maintenance, diet preparation, enrichment, and behavior observation
and documentation.

Zookeeping is a physically demanding profession, subjecting interns to a variety of
physical demands and environmental factors. Interns will be required to work outdoors
in various types of weather, and must be able to bend, push, pull, lift, and stand for
long periods of time.

All Intern Program applicants must meet the following requirements:

= Be 18 years of age or older

*= Have a sincere interest in working with animals

= Be able to work 40 hours a week, unpaid, including some weekends and holidays

*= Be in good health—physically able to do the assigned work

» Provide proof of a negative TB test within the last year

= Submit a properly completed application, as well as a cover letter detailing the
applicant’s career intentions, a current resume, and 1 letter of recommendation
